The College Cost Reduction and Access Act of 2007 created the
Teacher Education Assistance for College and Higher Education
(TEACH) Grant Program, which provides up to $4,000 per year
in grants to students who commit to teach fulltime in high-
need subject areas for at least four years and at schools that
serve students from low-income families.

Additionally, recipients of the TEACH Grant will be required to
sign an “Agreement to Serve” for each year the grant is
received and complete initial and subsequent (each year)
TEACH grant counseling. Upon graduation, students are
required to complete TEACH grant exit counseling.

If the commitment is not fulfilled, the grant is permanently
converted to an Unsubsidized Federal Direct Loan with interest
calculated back to the date the funds were disbursed.
